Loaves and Fishes is the Academy’s centrally-located restaurant, offering a variety of hot and cold snacks at
break and lunchtime. In addition to the main dining hall, there are two smaller counters open during these times
which serve street food and cold meals, giving students more choice and helping to ease congestion. During the
summer months, we also serve food outside from a pop-up, allowing students to enjoy their meals in the fresh air
while making the most of the warmer weather.

At lunchtime, students can choose the meal of the day or select from a range of sandwiches, rolls, and other hot
or cold snacks. A selection of healthy drinks is also available. Alternatively, students may bring a packed lunch.

Students can purchase their lunch by simply pressing their finger onto a fingerprint reader, which is linked to
their personal account. Parents and carers can top up dinner money via the MCAS (MyChildAtSchool) app,
ensuring a quick and secure payment process. Please note that food cannot be purchased with cash.
